1. Call to order and approval of last meeting’s minutes (Jenny S)
· Meeting called to order at 5:59pm

· BIRT UW CAPSI approves of the minutes from November 30th (Allison/Ludmila)
· All in favour (9-0). Motion carried.
2. Sr. Rep Updates (Jenny S)
· Learn group needs to be updated with new members

· Allison to be added as an admin to post the minutes here

· Also to be posted on the website
· Mock OSCEs
· Went very well, excellent feedback from participants
· $10 for CAPSI members, $15 for non-CAPSI and we had enough people to fill with a 20 person wait-list. People would likely pay more
· Time stamp on Google Doc was used to give spots, although in future preference should give be given to CAPSI students first
· $100 were spent (instead of budgeted $200) 
· Lunch and Learn/Membership
· Bad timing, as there was an orchestra playing in the lobby and students were trying to get back from main campus labs- we should look into getting a better spot during the week although we understand sponsors take a big priority 
· Potentially a dinner next year instead of a lunch?
· Last official membership push will be tomorrow evening at the Alzheimer’s lecture, otherwise students can go to Jenny’s SOPhS office hours on Mondays
· PDW Feedback
· CPhA is offering a free advocacy and government relations seminar, hopefully this term or next depending on their lunch and learn date
· Fundraising for PDW costs by the delegates that are going to help with a subsidy for the trip
· PDW is in Montreal next year and taking a bus might be a more appropriate option (we should have ~40 delegates). This can be something we can fundraise for.
· Some other schools are partnering with other advocacy groups in their area for a PAW event (i.e. OPA, for example)
· Different ideas for events as opposed to just Professional Practice or Therapeutics- stress management, etc
· Outreach presentations can potentially be integrated into a course (similar to the Heart and Stroke presentations for PPL)
· Toronto sells CAPSI travel mugs- CAPSI logo and brand/generic names
· Cost was $10/mug and sold for $20 each
· Combining with I Heart my Pharmacist t-shirts, offering some sort of deal
· Jenny can pass along student name and company info to Victor to look into this
· IPSF: 
· Grants are available to be applied to local events outside of IPSF Week
· Promote IPSF World Congress in Egypt, although there is a travel advisory in place and any students who want to go will have to sign a waiver
· It is CAPSI’s mandate that this advisory information is included whenever we are discussing World Congress
· Carly has sent this to Dave to be included in the next SOPhS update
· Four students were accepted to SEP from Waterloo
· Fundraising idea: Montreal gets box seats to a Habs game, raffled off as a fundraiser from Apotex
· Jenny to talk to Scotiabank about Jays tickets, and we still have a Wii
3. Finance Update (Jamie R)

· $8820.02 balance in bank account at the moment, we always like to have a buffer of $2000 that is carried over

· $5112 in holds collected in membership is to be sent to National, ($12 per student goes to National, $3 for local)

· $2428.71 for this year (2012), separated by term proportionately based on classes on campus
· $1040.88 for this semester

· BIRT UW CAPSI approves the budget for 2012. (Jamie/Sarah)
· Discussion:

· Formal motions for each small expense will not be needed, and will only have to be done through the finance officer.

· This allows us to see the potential at the end of a term to determine if we can subsidize the travel of the Jr. Rep)

· We can’t apply for funding through National unless we can prove that we are in financial need (i.e. aren’t able to afford it ourselves)
· As a reminder: as discussed in earlier meetings, it will be the responsibility of the Fundraising Coordinator to ensure there is a minimum of $300 raised each term (not including t-shirt sales)
