1. Call to order and approval of last meeting’s minutes (Jenny S)

3. Budget Subcommittee Recap (Jamie R/Sherman C)
· New budget format should be in place for January

· Membership holds were divided up by semester- January memberships will be what goes towards that year (i.e. $12 per student)

· This would only vary greatly if there was a major shift in membership

· 2 fundraisers or $300 raised per term will go towards this budget as well.

· This will be the responsibility of the Fundraising Coordinator, so they will have a set amount that they have to raise per term (not including RxFiles or t-shirts)

· This is similar to what has been raised in the past

· Amount to be spent each term will depend on the number of classes on campus

· There is money available and we need to provide good services for members to

· Lois brought up the idea of targeting high school students
· We need to differentiate between illegal drugs and counterfeit drugs

· The SLC has a vendor’s alley where we could potentially set up a booth, which might be a good place to start with students (Jenny)

· University students aren’t children, will be starting to take more medications and are technologically connected

· Could also look into having a booth in Health Services

· Powerpoint presentation available on the website, could advertise through Science Society, etc to have a session

· Med school students were thinking of having a police officer come to speak with them about counterfeit drugs anyway (Jamie)
· What our role is as health care providers, what’s going on now in the area

· This is also a great opportunity to have an inter-professional event

· Fundraiser to support something that relates, but the only thing that was really found would be the WHO which does a lot of work in developing countries where counterfeit drugs are a major issue

· Dangers associated with travelling to developing countries and buying medications there (Kaitlin)
· Fundraiser could be a vitamin drive, where people pay with vitamins in order to get a raffle ticket for something

· We can get in touch with STIMMA to see which vitamins we need
